Now that I think about it, the feeling of 'always being open to others' has long been engraved in my bones.
Talking of my grandmother, her tea table is particularly interesting. No matter how many people come, even if it's just one guest, she has to pour three cups of tea. At that time, I always chased after her and asked why it had to be three cups She touched my head and said, 'Three' means completeness. Later on, I learned that true hospitality is never about complicated rules, it's all about the little details hidden in the details.
Every time there are guests at a family banquet, my dad always cleans the seat facing the door clean. I didn't understand it when I was a child, but now I know that it's the main seat, specially reserved for the guests. The guest came from afar, and we reserved the best position for him, allowing him to feel respected and at home as soon as he entered. The generous hospitality of Hakka people has been imprinted in my heart since childhood.
With the generous hospitality genes of Hakka people, I founded the CDG brand over 20 years ago and have been dedicated to creating dining spaces that are warm and artistic. Over the years, I have flown to various parts of the world, visited many countries, and stayed in hotels of different styles. The design styles of these hotels range from simple to luxurious, with a variety of options.
